Our company regularly tests for 52 organic chemicals and 33 inorganic chemicals/parameters
that are regulated by the FDA.

NTL is an
internationally recognized independent testing facility whose labs are certified in multiple states
including Connecticut, Pennsylvania, New Jersey and New York, (NVELAP# 11467).
